1. Please check the contents of the carton for all of the items listed. If an item is missing, please contact
your dealer.

2. Use a tape measure to mark the center-line of the backboard. Place one of the pads in position on the
backboard. Use masking tape to hold it in position for locating the mounting holes. For best fit, line up
the first pad with the center-line and then place the second pad next to the first during step 7.

Note:

Always use the hole locations toward
the rear of the backboard to avoid
drilling into the backboard glass!

3. Mark the hole locations for the drilled holes,

4, Use a center punch to mark the center of the holes. This will keep the drill bit in the center of the
marked location.

5. At the marked locations, use a 5/16" drill bit to drill through the support structure of the backboard.

6. Make sure to collect all metal shavings to avold personal Injury, or damage to the playing floor.

7. Select either the 17, 3%, or the 4.5 bolts, and bolt the first edge guard into place. Fit the second edge
guard in place, using the supplied alignment pins and repeat steps 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7.
